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And perhaps, a Jahmi rejects this, however, we have — as

confirmation of what we say — a clarifying hadeeth.
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Jareer narrated it from the statement of Muhammad £, so, say

what he said concerning that issue, and you shall succeed.
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And, indeed, a Jahmi will deny His Right Hand as well, while both

of His Hands are giving out all kinds of bounties.
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And say: The Ever-Compelling Descends each night, without

asking how; magnificent is the One God, The Perfect One, of all
Praise He is worthy.

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And say: Indeed, the best of the people after Muhammad £ were

his two deputies of old (i.e., Abu Bakr and then Umar), and then

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And regarding the pre-ordained Qadar, be certain, since it is the

pillar that combines many affairs of the Religion, and the Religion
encompasses more comparatively
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And do not reject, out of ignorance, [belief in] Nakeer and

Munkar, or the Pool, or the Scales, surely you are being advised
sincerely.
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And say; Allah, The Great, will remove, with His Grace, out of the

Fire, people, burned severely, whom placed, they’ll be
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By the river in [Jannatul] Firdaws, wherein they will regain life by

its water, like a seed taken by a flood that comes and wipes
things away with its water running abundantly.
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And surely, the Messenger of Allah £ will intercede for the

[Muslim] creation. And say about the punishment of the grave,

that it is the truth, made clear.
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And do not make takfeer (i.e. announce to be disbelievers) of

those who pray, even if they commit sins, since all of them

commit sins, while the Owner of the Throne Forgives Graciously.

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And do not be a Murji’; one who plays games with his religion.

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And say: Eemaan (i.e., faith) consists of [uttered] statements,

intentions (i.e., belief of the heart) and actions, according to the

statements of the Prophet £ made explicitly.

sometimes because of obedience it grows, and on the Scale it
will outweigh [other things] heavily.

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And do not be from those who play games with their religion,

attacking and reviling the people of hadeeth.
